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Additional Application for Emergency Student Support Handout for Continuing Studies
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We herewith inform international students about the previously noticed additional national benefit system, “the

Emergency Student Support Handout” as follows.
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International students (residence status of “student”) who fquiII the following criteria.
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Your part-time income accounts for a large percentage of funds for paying daily expenses and tuition.
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Due to a loss of income for your family (by either parent) or other such reason, you do not expect to receive

additional support from family.
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You have lost a significant amount (50% or more compared to the previous month) of part-time income due to
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the coronavirus (including compensation for absence from work through the employment adjustment subsidy).
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You are a student with excellent grades.
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Your monthly attendance is at least 80%.
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You receive an average of no more than 90,000 yen in monthly remittances (not including funds for paying
admission fees, test fees, etc.).
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Your supporter in Japan has an annual income of less than 5 million yen.
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1st year-undergraduate students are not eligible to apply this time.
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We give priority to the students who are not taking any scholarship.
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The students who meet the above mentioned criteria submit application and documents to University.
University reviews the submitted documents and decides candidates based on the contents of application, and

submit a recommendation list to Japan Student Services Organization (JASSO).

Note, however, that you may not be put on the recommendation list even if you fulfill the criteria, because there
is a limit in quota for recommendations.
